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Lunch Application Information
for the 2008-2009 School Year

All students registered in the Evergreen School District at the
end of June 2008 will be mailed a packet in early August
2008 containing the menu for the beginning of the 2008-2009
school year, the 2008-2009 Needy Lunch Application and a
packet of information needed to complete the application. To
insure your student remains on the lunch program without
interruption complete the application and return it to the CNS
Office prior to the beginning of the new school year.

Unemployment Approved Needy
Lunch Applications

If your Needy Lunch Application has been approved using
your unemployment information the Federal Government
requires that current information be submitted every thirty
days. The CNS office mails reminder letters to all unem-
ployment approved families ten days prior to the due date.
It is the family’s responsibility to provide the required infor-
mation to the CNS Office every thirty days. If you do not
provide the required information your students will be
removed from the program and you will be responsible for
the charges incurred.

Advance Payments

Advance Payments will be accepted on any day that
school is in session. If you are sending a check, please
indicate the name(s) and room number(s) of the
student/students that the check is for. Only one check per
family is needed. You do not have to send a separate
check for each child.

You may deposit money to your student(s) account(s)
online by going to www.MyNutrikids.com. The
Evergreen School District website, www.eesd.org, has a
link to MyNutrikids.com and the instructions are also
posted on the district website.

The CNS department encourages advance payments to
student accounts either by check or online prepayments.
This helps to eliminate the potential of lost and missing
cash payments and the lunch lines move faster allowing
students more time to eat.

Returned Checks

We are experiencing a dramatic increase in the number of
returned checks. There will be a charge of $25.00 for each
returned check and lunches must be paid for in cash until the
account is cleared.
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Choices

There are six choices on the menu daily; however we
cannot guarantee that the students’ first choice will always
be available throughout the entire lunch service. By offer-
ing multiple choices we encourage students to try a variety
of foods.

We make every effort to serve what is printed for each day,
however due to events beyond our control the menu will
occasionally be changed. Deliveries do not arrive when
expected; refrigeration breaks down; long weekends and
holiday breaks and equipment malfunctions are just a few
of the reasons necessitating a menu change.

Point of Sale Service

When you have a question concerning prepaid account
balances, please call the CNS office at 223-4500. The
school site offices do not have the information and will
not be able to assist you with your questions.

FYI — If your student had a positive credit balance at the
end of the last school year your student will start the new
school year with a positive credit balance.

Letters are sent home to all students with negative credit
balances on a regular basis. If your student ended the
last school year with a negative balance, your student
will start the new school year with a negative balance.
Any advance payments will go towards reducing a
negative balance before being applied to a students
prepayment account.
